Martin Luther King Jr. Day
Martin Luther King Jr. Day, which occurs on 
January 17, 2022, is a federal holiday designated 
as a national day of service to encourage 
Americans to volunteer and to improve their 
communities. Legislation to recognize Martin 
Luther King Jr. Day was first introduced by 
Democratic Michigan Congressman John 
Conyers on April 8, 1968, four days after King’s 
assassination. Despite limited congressional 
support, Conyers continued to reintroduce the 
legislation every year with support from the 
Congressional Black Caucus, which Conyers 
helped found. It took 15 years of persistence by 
civil-rights activists for the holiday to be approved 
by the federal government and an additional 17 
years for it to be recognized in all 50 states. On 
August 23, 1994, the King Holiday and Service 
Act – legislation proposed by then-Congressman 
John Lewis and former Senator Harris Wofford to 
encourage Americans to find common causes 
and methods of improving their communities  –  
was signed into law by then-President Bill Clinton. 
Despite federal recognition of the holiday, which 
takes place on the third Monday in January, 
statewide observance of Martin Luthor King 
Jr. Day is far from uniform. Some states, 
such as Arizona, New Hampshire, 
Alabama and Mississippi, include 
other holidays that are celebrated 
concurrently with Martin Luther 
King Jr. Day.

Holiday's explained by those that celebrate!

No, it’s not ‘Jewish Christmas’. 

I remember the awkwardness every year in school when the holiday season came around, and always feeling 
‘other’—sure, Christmas carols are pretty, but they were about a Lord who was not mine, and I felt very ostracized 
when the teacher would announce ‘OK, the Jewish kids (only a handful of us) can leave the room while the rest 
of us sing’. I didn’t have my picture taken with Santa Claus or decorate a tree in my house like the rest of my 
classmates, and my holiday fell sometime between Thanksgiving and Christmas, depending on the Hebrew 
(lunar) calendar.

Later on, when my children were growing up, of course the prospect of 8 nights of gifts was all-consuming in 
their minds. I was determined that the true meaning of this holiday would not be lost amidst the greed, so each 

year after the candles were lit—one on the first night, two on the second, and so on through eight consecutive sundowns--and the prayers 
said, they would have to take turns ‘telling the story’ before any presents were opened. Understandably, they resented it at the time, but have 
come to appreciate it now that they are adults and consciously embracing their heritage.

Historically, Hanukah (or Chanukah, if you can make that throat-clearing sound at the beginning) is a story of rebellion, restoration, faith and 
miracles. There’s an old joke about the meaning of EVERY Jewish holiday: ‘Someone tried to kill us, we survived, now let’s eat!’, and Hanukah 
is no exception. It commemorates the grossly-outnumbered Maccabean rebellion against seemingly unconquerable Roman oppression in 
Jerusalem, defying the dictates to abandon and forsake their religion. Although the Jews were ultimately victorious, the casualties included 
desecration of the Holy Temple, which had to be restored and sanctified. In order to do so, they needed oil to fuel the Eternal Light (Ner 
Tamid) that shines above the ark holding the Torah—a scrolled parchment containing the Five Books of Moses, the holiest of holies to Jews. 
In fact, the word Hanukah means ‘dedication’, or more accurately in this situation, re-dedication.

The legend goes that there was only enough oil for a single day, and the closest place to get more was a four-days’ journey each way. But 
miraculously, the oil that was supposed to only last one day kept the Ner Tamid blazing until the new supply of oil arrived eight days later. 
That is the basis for lighting candles. It’s also the reason Jews eat latkes, potato pancakes fried in oil, and/or donuts (again, fried in oil). We 
play ‘dreidel’, a spinning four-sided top with a Hebrew letter on each side:  a ‘noon’, a ‘gimmel’, a ‘hay’ and a ‘shin’—this stands for ‘Ness 
Gadol Haya Sham’, which means ‘A GREAT MIRACLE HAPPENED THERE!’

But the real meaning of Hanukah goes way beyond food, gifts and games. It’s a time for reflection about community, what’s worth fighting 
and dying for, survival and striving to enlighten the world for the benefit of all. It reinforces the ideal that might is not always right, and that 
the essence of the human spirit can’t be extinguished, no matter what the odds. This theme has always resonated with me growing up as a 
child of Holocaust survivors, and I appreciate any opportunity to ‘tell the story.’ Happy Holidays everyone, whichever version you celebrate!  
Now let’s eat ;)

I believe the gift-giving part of Christmas comes from God’s everlasting gift (his son). Although I think this part has gotten a bit too 
commercialized, I love gift giving. It brings the good out of most people, for whatever reason, and I am all for that. I read somewhere that 
Christmas is a time to reflect on the love of God for humanity and that is a great way of summing it up for me.

As a child, I did not celebrate Kwanzaa – not because there was an aversion to it, but likely because my family was 
so engulfed in Christmas celebrations.

While in college, I met a guy named Kykujichagulia – named after the second principle of Kwanza – Kujichagulia: 
Self Determination.  We became family.  Each year, on the final day of Kwanza, he and his family normally host a big celebration.  Although 
the celebration last year was canceled because of Covid, we look forward to being back together again this year to celebrate, in unity – family, 
community and culture.  

It is my hope that more families decide to celebrate Kwanzaa in the years to come.  It is exciting and serves as a tool of reflection prior to the 
start of a new year.  Kwanzaa aids in keeping us grounded as a family and connected as a people.
