Fulton County Holiday - 6/20

Juneteenth will be celebrated on a Sunday this
year. It marks the day when federal troops
arrived in Galveston, Texas, on June 19, 1865

- two months after the end of the Civil War - to
inform the last African American slaves in the
westernmost Confederate state of Texas that
they had been freed by executive decree.!

Although the Emancipation Proclamation,
issued in 1863, is usually associated with the
end of slavery, it could not be implemented
in places that were still under Confederate
control.2

OnJune 17,2021, President Biden signed the
Juneteenth National Independence Day Act,3
creating a federal holiday to commemorate the
event. This was the first federal holiday approved
since Martin Luther King Jr. Day in 1983.4

Even before becoming a federal holiday, Juneteenth
celebrations have been prevalent in black communities. Some may refer to the day as
Emancipation Day, Black Independence Day or Jubilee Day.5 People across the country
celebrate Juneteenth by hosting cookouts, festivities and shooting fireworks, similar to
celebrations during the Fourth of July.6

They received a guilty verdict on all counts in less
than 35 mins. The defendant was sentenced to life plus 20 years in prison. This case took a lot of work, and the SAKI team as a whole did an
amazing job. This case had unique difficulties, as there was no police report and no medical records, so the case had to be built from the ground
up. This was the 2000 rape of a Freshman Spelman College student, who was abducted as she was walking from Spelman to the MARTA station
and was then driven to an isolated location and raped. She went to Grady Hospital for a sexual assault kit which sat for 15 years uncollected and
untested, until the kit was collected as part of the SAKI project, tested, and the DNA of Cleophus Ward came back as a match in 2018.

In particular,
Mike created two different timelines, that showed the timeline of what the victim's life SHOULD have looked like (graduating from Spelman, etc.,)
and what happened.

ENTRY INTO A HOME TO EXECUTE AN ARREST

Absent consent or exigent circumstances, you cannot just enter a home to arrest Billy Bob. You need more than probable
cause—you need a warrant. Whether you need just an arrest warrant for Billy Bob or a search warrant as well depends on
whose home Billy Bob is in.

BILLY BOB IS IN BILLY BOB’S OWN HOME

Absent consent or exigent circumstances, you must first have an arrest warrant for Billy Bob to enter Billy Bob’s own
home to arrest him. However, even if you have an arrest warrant for Billy Bob, you can only enter Billy Bob’s own
residence to search for him if you have reason to believe he is currently at home.

“[Aln arrest warrant founded on probable cause implicitly carries with it the limited authority to enter a dwelling in
which the suspect lives when there is reason to believe the suspect is within.” Payton v. New York, 445 U.S. 573, 603
(1980). “[TThis limited authority includes the right to enter the back yard of the home to prevent any attempted escape
through the rear.” Carter v. State, 308 Ga. App. 686 ,688 (1) (2011). See also Owens v. State, 236 Ga. App. 534, 535
(1999) (motel room is the equivalent of a home); Reed v. State, 163 Ga. App. 233, 234 (1982) (LEO entitled to enter
storage room to look for defendant when serving arrest warrant at defendant’s residence).

Such an entry is lawful even against others. See Wall v. State, 291 Ga. App. 278 (2008) (LEOs had an arrest warrant for
a person and had reason to believe he was inside location he had listed on probation papers as his residence; LEOs'
discovery of another’s contraband inside was lawful).

See also Carranza v. State, 266 Ga. 263, 267 (1) (1996) (“even where the offense is committed in the officer’s
presence while in the privacy of the accused’s home, the officer is required to obtain an arrest warrant absent
consent or exigent circumstances”).

BILLY BOB IS IN SOMEONE ELSE’S HOME

Absent consent or exigent circumstances, you must first have a search warrant to enter the home of a third party to
search for Billy Bob—even if you have an arrest warrant for Billy Bob. Steagald v. U.S., 451 U.S. 204 (1981).

However, this rule applies to the rights of the third party rather than Billy Bob himself. “It would be anomalous...to
afford Brown more rights in Ware's home than he would have in his own.” Brown v. State, 240 Ga. App. 321, 323 (1)
(1999).Thus, such an entry with an arrest warrant for Billy Bob would be lawful as against Billy Bob, but not against
Billy Bob’s host. In Steagald, the host's contraband was suppressed due to the unlawful entry; in Brown, the entry was
lawful against the subject of the arrest warrant.
